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Description

Modeling activities are in the very core of system design, especially modeling organizational,
enterprise, and business systems. For modeling complex processes and systems, strenuous
efforts are required as processes in modern enterprises are scattered throughout different units
within and among different enterprises, and beyond the national boundaries if processes are
outsourced.

There is an ample discussion of innovative approaches in the literature that mainly suffice itself
with preliminary theoretical propositions, e.g., collaborative modeling, where the modeling
activities are conducted in joint sessions with an extensive collaboration and participation of the
stakeholders.
